National Chamber holds the First
ever “SME -Sri Lanka Forum™

Dr. P B Jayasundera Secretary to the Treasury, Secre-
tary to the Mmistry of Finance and Planning and Secre-
tary tothe Ministry of Economic Development was the
Chief Guest at the first ever SME Sri Lanka Solutions
Forum held at Cinnamon Lake side Hotel Colombo on
28th April 2010. “SME — Sri Lanka” forum was organ-
ized by the National Chamber of Commerce of Sri
Lanka with the patronage of the General Treasury. The
forum was well attended by the business community
including businessmen from the North and East. Many

key Government officers including senior officers from
the Treasury, Inland Revenue Department, Sri Lanka
Customs, Board of Investment of Sri Lanka and other
related institutions were available for the business com-
munity to clarify numerous business related issues they
face with in their day to day business activities. One of
the important focuses ofthe forum was to create
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awareness among the SME sector on the newly intro-
duced SME development loan scheme which could be
obtained through state and private sector commercial
banks. Senior officials from eight commercial banks
including the two state banks namely Bank of Ceylon
and Peoples Bank entertained entrepreneurs at their
respective desks allocated at the forum. Addressing the
participants, Mr. Asoka Hettigoda the President of the
National Chamber of Commerce of Sri Lanka said that
the Chamber’s aim in organizing this forum was to de-
velop the SME sector thereby upgrading the rural econ-
omy.

Dr. P B Jayasundera in his address informed the busi-
ness community that the govemment was making every
effort to develop the SME sector as a significant con-
tributor to the country’s GDP. He stated “this is an
event that is taking place at the right time, the time that
this country is ready for a takeoff. Our country has
achieved 8% growth last year for the first time after 40
years. That growth is not by accident, it is by a set of
deliberate activities. The 26 years conflict that ended
recently brought our country to a healthy situation
which none of us has ever expected. As a result the
Government expenditure has come down tremendously.
The private sector too has benefited as their security
related expenses have also come down. I am sure,
every corporate entity including the blue chips will give
due credit to the peaceful environment that this country
has achieved due to the visionary leadership of H.E the
President. “Dr. Jayasundera stated that This country at
least to my memory has not seen a power crisis during
the last 5 years and there will be no power crisis in the
next 10 years because the Government has while fight-
ing a difficult struggle against terrorism, launched mas-
sive infrastructure development initiatives not only on
one or two areas but in almost all the fields ranging
from power generation, port development, irrigation,
road development, water supply, telecommunications,
schools & hospitals development and environment pro-
tection.”

The Country has also seen a new policy from 2005. Sri
Lanka has been able to blend good policies of the past
and also to cormrect mistakes of the past. Instead of
blindly pursuing the openness, relevant safeguards have
been brought into our economic policies through the
new policy regime that President Rajapakse introduced
through “Mahinda Chinthana”. Although there were
resistance from some in our society, intemational com-
munity and financial agencies, our policies have given
very favorable results now. Due to the effective poli-
cies the government has taken, the effect of world fi-
nancial crisisto the Sri Lankan economy became mini-
mal. We have introduced cess levy to suppott the lo-
cal entrepreneurs at the same time introducing incen-
tives requested by the private sector.
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From my long experience in the public service, I can
proudly say this President has been able to give leader-
ship to a Government that is taking all required deci-
sions at the right time. As a result the Government
could initiate many activities whether it is Norochchali
coal power plants or the removal of certain restrictions
or reforming taxes, introduction of cess or any other
thing. Government has been able to make sensible and
meaningful decisions, regardless of various practices
that other countries are perusing. The Government has
done tremendous work to develop our economy which
includes its firm stand on the trade related issues such
as GSP+ when the country hasto take a stand on such
issues. In that sense we have a bold policy regime, right
infrastructure environment and recognition of the nec-
essary policy decisions to bring the country forward
and that is all about of 8% growth in 2010.

In the next 5 years we expect the country to achieve
US$ 4,000 per capita income and consolidate thereafter
as a middle income country. These policies cannot be
taken in isolation. Govemmment was able to make far
reaching changes to the tax system. I am sure every-
body here is benefited as result of those changes.
Many of you enjoy either the relief of PAYE or relief
of corporate tax reductions or the reduction of NBT's or
removal of certain taxes or consolidation between pro-
vincial and national taxes. These are some of the far
reaching changes the Government has made”
